Mathematical equations
Equations should be written using Microsoft Equation, left alignment, consecutive numbers in brackets after one space. Between text and equations and between two equations the single empty line  should be given. The explanation of used symbols should be given under the equation.

2.3.
Figures, schemes, graphs, tables 

Figures (fig. 1), tables (tab. 1) should be placed in their place, in the middle of the layout.  Titles after the single space should be printed in Times New Roman – 12 points. 
If it is possible the figures/tables should be attached as separate files with identifiable names (table1.doc, figure1.jpg)
All figures should be readable, made with black lines on white background. All descriptions in figures should be printed in font size 10 points. The line thickness in tables - 0,50 points. Font type and size in tables - Times New Roman, 10 points, alignment – center. 

Use in the paper SI units. 
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All references should include authors’ names, year of publication, title, publisher or magazine, number and pages. The year of the publication has to be printed in brackets just after the authors’ names. In the case of several publications of the same author in one year the numbers should be followed by the consecutive letters.
